PASTOR'S
LETTER

Dear Parishioners,

It's still cold. And | am still grateful, though | confess that | am ready for a warmup. Though much of life is
normally spent indoors during winter, excessive cold and snow keep us indoors even more. We travel more
cautiously. School gets cancelled. We shop less but purchase more. Here's my two-line winter poem:
Because of snow, life becomes slow. Hopefully, our winter snow/slow down will give us a bit more time to
pray, read and rest.

Monday, February 2 is the Feast of the Presentation of the Lord. It is the last liturgjcal feast that is connected
with Christmas. This feast day, set 40 days after Christmas, celebrates that Joseph and Mary, in accordance
with the Jewish Law, presented Jesus in the Temple. The old man Simeon proclaims that Jesus is salvation
for every people, a light of revelation to the Gentiles and glory of Israel. With this being the final liturgical
connection with Christmas, | will share my 2025 Christmas poem:

Becoming miffed?
Welcome the Gift.

(the humble) while we often take note of the greatest influencers of our time. Jesus blesses the pure of
heart while our culture says that sexual expression of just about any kind is the path to happiness. Jesus
blesses those who hunger and thirst for righteousness (holiness), while we justify ourselves and no longer
thirst for truth.

As we gather to hear God's word and celebrate the Eucharist this weekend, may the Lord grant us fresh ears
to take in the ancient, but ever new, words of Jesus.
